All of
the houses at the eastern end of Honiton Road
hawve individual direct vehicular access onto
Honiton Road. For these houses it is already
difficult to get onto the road, especially if turning
right). Given the failure of other traffic schemes
to limit traffic speed in Cullompton {for example
High Street, Silver Street in Willand, Tiverton
Road) it is questionable that any traffic calming
scheme will work. This is especially true if itis
rememberad that Hishways may impose other
restrictions on this road which is classed as an A
road.
